Description of What to Do and What to Bring 

1. □ 
 
Passport—(must bring):  If you do not bring a passport, you will not be able to board the plane.  
No exceptions. It is customary for hotels to keep your passport during your stay. Make a copy of 
your passport to be packed with your luggage.  
 

2. □ 

 
Driver’s License:  Bring a driver’s license to show identification as a secondary ID source.  Also 
bring your medical insurance card and doctor’s phone numbers with you. 
 

3. □ 
ATM/Credit Card:  Every Bruin should bring their own ATM/Credit card (with PIN number) to 
obtain Euros (European currency) out of the ATM machines.  U.S. dollars have no value abroad, so 
bring very little cash with you. 

4. □ 

Uniform:  Each player should bring all BBAT uniforms with them on the plane as carry-on luggage 
(In case of delay of luggage).  Bring grey and white pants, cleats.  Coach Adams will hand you your 
jersey.  Bring plenty of socks, belts, and your BBAT hat.  Bring one pair of turf shoes if you have 
some.   

5. □ 
Baseball Accessories:  Sunglasses, light weight jacket, sunscreen, batting gloves, batting helmet 
(mandatory), jock straps, a minimum of two wooden baseball bats. Also bring bug spray! 

6. □ 

Luggage:  You will need to bring a carry-on piece of luggage for your uniforms, cleats, gloves, etc.  
(Reason stated above under Uniform). Non-players and Coaches may also want to pack an extra day 
of clothes. Your baseball bats need to go into your baseball bag. You are allowed to check only 
2 bags, not to exceed in 50 lbs in weight, totaling three pieces of luggage. 

7. □ 
Clothing:  Dress very casual with shorts, tons of socks, underwear, t-shirts, etc. Do not over pack, 
but bring enough clothes to last 8 days.  You are responsible for doing your own laundry the hotel 
has laundry service for a charge.  

8. □ 
Personal Accessories:  Deodorant, tooth brush, tooth paste, band aids, aspirin, medications, white 
tape, playing cards, dice, iPods, and digital cameras with extra batteries and memory cards etc... You 
can go to Radio Shack for electrical adapters for battery chargers etc.

Cell Phones:  Your cell phone will most likely not work unless you have a special chip.  Check with 
your cell phone carrier to see if it is compatible.  If not, you can rent a phone from your carrier 
before you leave.
